NEWS FROM FAEPAC 

ENERGY PLANNING 

FAEPAC is developing an Energy Plan for A 
Coruña province and the councils of As Pontes 
and Cerceda. 

The first step done was to make an Energy 
Balance for the province and both councils 
studying the primary energy in each of them. 
The energetic sources considered were: coal, 
water, biomass, waste and wind. 

After knowing this data it was studied the total 
imported energy in A Coruña and the councils: 
oil, coal, natural gas, biomass and electricity. 

With both data we could calculate the total 
primary energy as the result of substracting 
the galician primary energy to the imported 
energy. 

Another items were studied inside the energy 
balance: 

�  Transformation fo crude oil and oil 
products 

�  Energetic transformation in the 
province of A Coruña 
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�  Available energy for consumption. 

�  Energetic consumption in A Coruña: 
oil products consumption, electricity 
consumption, distribution of the 
provincial consumption 

�  Electric power instalated.  

�  Solar energy in a Coruña: power, 
facilities, (toes produced) 

�  Wind power in A Coruña. power, 
facilities, (toes produced) 

�  Hydroelectric power in A Coruña (toes 
produced) 

�  Biomass power plants in the province, 
(toes produced) 

�  Waste power plants (toes produced) 

�  Cogeneration power plants  

�  Electricity listprice in Galicia. 

�  Electricity supply quality in A Coruña 

�  Fuel listprice in A Coruña 

�  Natural gas price in the province 

�  Maximum cost of propane and butane 
packaged 

�  Emission rights assigned to galician 
installations

To suggest correcting measures and evaluate 
methods, times, costs and results. 

Promotion of renewable installations, such as 
the installation of a wind park in the Local 
Council of As Pontes 

HORIZONTAL ACTIVITIES 

TRAINING ACTIVITIES: Efficient Driving 
Course. Within the program of Saving and 
Energy Efficient E4, from IDAE, and with the 
sponsorship of INEGA, FAEPAC is providing 
all the Local Councils of the province with 
efficient driving course. They are divided in 4 
parts: during the first one, the drivers take a 
turn along a pre-established circuit so that all 
inefficient conducts can be remarked. During 
the second one, a theoretical lesson is given, 
where techniques on efficient driving are 
explained. At the third one, drivers take a new 
turn to drive along the same circuit, applying 
the explained techniques. The 4th part is 
dedicated to compare the results obtained. 

 

Up to the date they have been given 476 
courses. It is expected to start a new 
campaign on July 2008.

ECOLOGICAL TRAININGS 

"Energy efficiency, energy saving and 
possibilities of use of renewable energy 
sources" 

Seeing that energy education is the most 
efficient method of saving and promoting 
energy efficiency Podkarpacka Energy 
Management Agency organized ecological 
trainings "Energy efficiency, energy saving and 
possibilities of use of renewable energy 
sources". This task was co-financed by 
Voivodeship Fund of Environment Protection 
and Water Management in Rzeszow.  

Educational actions are dedicated for students 
and teachers from grammar school from 
Podkarpackie Region. Podkarpacka Energy 
Management Agency organized 42 trainings 
for students at their schools located in entire 
region and 1 workshop for teachers. Workshop 
for teachers was realized by expert from 
ManagEnergy. 

Classes consisted of multimedia lectures and 
demonstrations of practical possibilities of 
effective utilization of energy with the use of 
solar panel and photovoltaic module. For 
better effect of education students and 
teachers received training books about saving 
energy in everyday life. 

PAE especially for students also produced and 
issued a film "Energy for the future". This 
movie presents the questions connected with 
protection of environment, energy efficiency 
and promotes renewable sources of energy.  

Every participant of trainings received training 
materials, film and confirmation of 
participation. In order to disseminate 
information about energy efficiency, energy 
saving and renewable sources of energy all 
training materials and was sent to local 
authorities and interested institutions. 
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Conference of “Perspectives of energetic use 
of communal wastes” 

Podkarpacka Energy Mangement Agency 
together with Podkarpackie Association 
Renewable Energy Resources organized 
conference of “Perspectives of energetic use 
of communal wastes”. Conference took place 
on 3th March 2008 in Technical University of 
Rzeszow. 

Conference concerned most essential 
problems connected with utilization of wastes 
in context their thermal processing. In the 
discussion took part  scientists, businessmen 
interested in development of these 
technologies and representatives of local 
authorities. 

The Scientists presented some examples of 
solutions of possible solution, and the 
companies, municipal institutions and 
representatives of local government shared 
their practical experiences. 

The conference was organized under auspices 
of the Ministry of the Environment, Marshal of 
Podkarpackie Voivodship. It was also an 
official event of Sustainable Energy Europe 
Campaign - A European Campaign to raise 
awareness and change the landscape of 
energy. 

 

 

Building Trade Market” and open conference 
“Energy for the Future” 

Podkarpacka Energy Mangement Agency was 
present in “Building Trade Market” fairs, which 
took place 7 March 2008 on Podpromie Hall in 
Rzeszów. 

During the fairs PAE together with Rzeszow 
Agency of Regional Development organized 
open conference “Energy for the Future”.  

During conference the companies introduced 
renewable energy resources, energy 
efficiency, utilization solar energy, intelligent 
combination of sun and wood for producing 
warm water and heating for private houses 
and offer of European net IRC for institution of 
trade in renewable energy.  

All the time experts in renewable energy 
resources from PAE were availabe for 
conferees and answered questions of visitors. 
There also was panel discussion and 
demonstration film about “Energy for the 
future”.  

 

Projects from ”Human Capital” Operational 
Programme (ESF funded) 

PAE won refinancing for 4 projects prepared in 
frames of call to OP ”Human Capital”. ESF 
together with state budget financing comes 
through Regional Labour Office. 
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Projects concern ecological education, energy 
efficiency and capabilities of the use of 
renewable energy sources in the country.  

Projects concerns 4 local communes: Czarna 
k. 	a � cuta, Lubaczów, Horyniec Zdrój and 
Oleszyce. Project will train councillors, 
employers of local authorities, teachers, and 
also citizens (mainly farmers). The main aim of 
his projects is to pay attention of the local 
authorities to energy independence and to 
show how it can be acquired using RES and 
energy efficiency. The Agency will train all 
stakeholders on practical aspects of RES and 
RUE and will show how to get money for 
investments in this field. 

Info day 

On 7th April 2008 PAE with The Polish 
National Energy Conservation Agency 
organized INFO DAY of community 
programme “Intelligent Energy for Europe”, 
which promotes energy efficiency and 
renewable energy resources. The main aim of 
INFO DAY was to provide information about 
programme: conditions of participation, rules, 
thematic fields, preparation of proposals and 
showing projects already realized within this 
programme. Short profile and the most 
important aims of “Intelligent Energy for 
Europe” programme presented Krzysztof 
Gierulski- representative from the EACI. 

Project - „Datebase of renewable energy 
resources on Podkarpackie Region” 

PAE with CDG finalized project “Datebase of 
renewable energy resources on Podkarpackie 
Region”. On 26th March 2008 took place the 
informative meeting summing up the 
realization of project. In meeting participated in 
renewable sources of energy, the 
representatives of scinetists and institution 
supporting the innovative development of 
region as well as representatives of local 
authorities from Podkarpackie Voivodeship.

The main aim of this project was riddance of 
barriers for using combination of sun and wood 
for producing warm water and heating for 
private houses. 

 

 

“MADEGASCAR - Market development of gas 
driven cars including supply and distribution of 
natural gas and biogas” 

From September 2007 to February 2010 PAE 
takes part in new project “Madegascar - 
Market development of gas driven cars 
including supply and distribution of natural gas 
and biogas”.  

MADEGASCAR is an EC funded project and 
the project aims is developing the market for 
gas driven vehicles – natural gas and bio-
methane fuelled vehicles – with the overall 
goal of increasing the number of energy 
efficient and alternative fuelled vehicles in 
European countries. 

The project will address existing barriers by 
creating more acceptance on the consumer 
side, educating fleet owners as well as car 
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dealers, incentive programmes and by 
awareness raising and information activities. 
On the other side activities for a better supply 
infrastructure (fuel stations) and market 
structure, including the integration of biogas, 
will be carried out. The main target groups for 
the project are: fleet managers of companies 
and public organisations, private car owners, 
suppliers of fuel, car dealers and 
manufacturers and decision makers. 

The MADEGASCAR consortium is 15 partners 
from 10 Europen countries. More experienced 
partners will transfer knowledge to less 
advanced regions within the established 
regional and European networks. The project 
website is available under 
www.madegascar.eu. On march there was a 
second meeting in London where PAE 
participated. 

 

 

NEWS FROM THERMOPOLIS 

 

ENERGY BALANCE AND STRATEGY OF 
SOUTH OSTROBOTHNIA 

Thermopolis has been involved in Southern 
Ostrobothnia’s energy self sufficiency strategy 
project between autumn 2007 and spring 
2008, which is coordinated by University of 
Helsinki, and its Ruralia institute situated in 
Seinäjoki.  

 

Projects goal is to device a renewable energy 
development strategy as base for utilizing 
renewable energy and for future development 
in Southern Ostrobothnia area. 

 

As a part of the project Energy Office deviced 
an energy balance for Southern Ostrobothia. 
Energy balance specifies area’s fuel usage 
and energy production in power plants, 
industry, transportation and heating. Energy 
strategy has been published and it has been 
on local newspapers. 

 

WIND POWER ROAD SHOW 

Thermopolis made an offer to produce 
presentation material for National Energy 
Agency Motiva Oy’s and for Ministry of 
Employment and the Economy for nation wide 
Wind Power Road Show during the year 
2008.Thermopolis offer was accepted and we 
started to gather material for a presentation. 
Road Show will be on display in coastal towns 
from spring to fall. Material was handed over to 
Motiva in March and Thermopolis will take part 
in the Road Show arrangements in Southern 
Ostrobothnia area together with Motiva. 

 

ENERGY AGENCIES YEARLY MEETING 

The Energy office network of Finland held a 
yearly meeting 2.-3.4. 2008 in Joensuu. Host 
was North Karelia University of Applied 
Sciences, which is planning a new energy 
office of their own. Participants on the meeting 
were also invited to ”Energy and society” 
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seminar and dinner held by Northern Carelia 
bioenergy projects. 

 

THE GREENHOUSE GAS BALANCE OF THE 
CITY OF LAPUA 

In the greenhouse gas emission balance of the 
city of Lapua conducted by Thermopolis Oy, 
the greenhouse gas emissions produced in 
2005 were analyzed in various functions in the 
Lapua area, such as energy production, 
heating of buildings, trasportation, agriculture, 
waste treatment and use of electricity. 

The work is related to the climate protection 
campaign, the purpose of which is to 
contribute to reductions of greenhouse gas 
emissions by municipalities in accordance with 
the principle of sustainability. 

 

 

REGIONAL CLIMATE CHANGE SEMINAR 

Thermopolis arranged in November 2007 a 
regional seminar about climate change and 
energy matters to the public officials and 
employee’s representatives, who are in a 
decision-making position of municipalities, 
congregations, companies or communities in 
the area. 

 

The representatives from the Finnish 
Meteorological Institute, the Ministry of Trade 
and Industry, the Energy Market Authority and 
the Association of Finnish Local Authorities 
acted as lecturers. 

The event was broadly presented in the media 
of the area and in the regional TV and radio 
news. 50 persons participated in the seminar 
and, in addition, 30 pupils of the Upper 
secondary general school. 

 

The students had prepared a climate change-
themed visual arts exhibition to the event. The 
most impressive work of the exhibition was 
rewarded with a book related to climate 
change. 

ENERGY EVENING 

In December 2008 arranged Thermopolis in 
cooperation with Seinäjoki region’s one-family 
house association and the city of Seinäjoki an 
energy evening to constructors and residents 
of one-family houses of the area. 

 

The topics included heat pumps and pellet and 
sun heating. Approximately 50 persons 
participated in the event. 
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VISITORS FROM HUNGARY 

Representatives from the Hungarian city and 
parish of Kiskörös were on a municipal visit in 
Lapua. During their visit they also familiarised 
themselves with areas energy sector.  

Thermopolis took the delegation composing of 
mayor, head architect and 3 representatives 
from the parish for a visit to energy sector’s 
local companies production plants, and 
recently built Kiviristin Lämpö’s CHP-plant.  

During the visits companies presented their 
products and their potential usage, in 
producing renewable energy, and in combined 
electric and heating production from local 
fuels. 

 

THE SOLAR COLLECTOR COURSES 

This year’s first solar collector course was 
arranged at Seinäjoki. As usual, course 
instructor was Mr Timo Jodat. 25 people 
participated in the course. The collector built 
was sold to a participant from Seinäjoki. 

 

 

Four courses were arranged during the spring 
with altogether nearly 90 participants from all 
over the western Finland.  

 

SUSTAINABLE ENERGY WEEK, BRUSSELS 

Mr Hannu Mars participated to Sustainable 
Energy Week held in Brussels. Consortiums 

other partners and project officer Vassilia 
Argyraki from EACI were also present. 

On Tuesday was the consortiums meeting.   

On Wednesday partners participated in the 
seminars arranged at Charlemagne Building.  

On Thursday Mr Hannu Mars participated 
together with representatives of Polish and 
Spanish partners and 20 other energy offices 
representatives to “Developing a Succesful 
local Energy Agancy” course organized by 
Managenergy. 

 

 

WIND POWER CLARIFICATION 

Only one windmill is situated in the area of 
Southern Ostrobothnia. It’s located in 
Jalasjärvi municipality. 

 

Private owned company, Kansallistuuli Oy, 
thinks wind power is one of the futures energy 
sources. Their goal is to launch several new 
wind power projects, if zoning, permit and 
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financial issues are in order. As one potential 
area Kansallistuuli Oy sees Ostrobothnias 
plains.  

Energy office got a commission from company 
to do a preliminary report from Lapua area. 
Report will entail research on Lapua’s 
Jouttikallio area’s suitability as location for 1 to 
5 1MW capacity windmills. 

 

ENERGY DAYS 

Mr Antti Laitila introduced the subject “Energy 
efficient home” in an event oriented for 
builders. Event was organized in cooperation 
with Nordea, City of Seinäjoki, housing brokers 
and house factories at Seinäjoki in March. 
Event had 20-30 interested participants. 

 

Hannu Mars took part in Builders Day 
organized by municipality of Teuva in April. 

 

Organizers had asked Energy Office to make a 
presentation about builders energy certificates. 
Builders Day event also had many other 
partners. All together different presentations 
and lots in Teuva interested about 100 people.
